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Notice to Recreational Fishers

Fraser River
Sockeye:

Effective Thursday, August 3, 2006 you may retain two (2) sockeye per day in the  non-tidal portion of the Fraser River from the CPR Bridge at Mission, BC upstream to Alexandra Bridge.

Chinook:

· May 1 to December 31 – four per day, only one of which may be greater than 50 cm.

· Minimum size limit for chinook is 30 cm.

· Record all chinook over 50 cm on the back of your licence.

· There is an annual limit of 10 adult chinook from non-tidal waters.
· All persons 16 years of age or older must have a non-tidal angling licence to fish for any species of fish.

· A Salmon Conservation Stamp on your non-tidal angling licence is required to keep any legal size salmon.

· Only single, barbless hooks may be used.

Sport anglers are encouraged to participate in the voluntary Salmon Sport Head Recovery program by labeling and submitting heads from adipose fin-clipped chinook and coho salmon.  Recovery of coded-wire tags provides critical information for coast-wide stock assessment.  Contact the Salmon Sport Head Recovery Program at (866) 483-9994 for further information.
