· Set fry traps from April – July in order to determine species presence in small streams and creeks not monitored by Fisheries and Oceans. 

· Use standard protocols to locate good fish rearing habitat in said streams

· Create a database for the season and provide a written report of the season findings

· Marine Radio Operators License, or evidence of strong marine VHF radio skills

· Strong swimmer

· Skilled at working independently and safely in remote forest settings

· Current first aid certifications

· Ability to work outdoors all day on the water in all weather

· Chainsaw skills an asset but not required

· Strong boating skills an asset

· Familiarity with GPS and mapping an asset
